Preamble

This Policy is a contract of insurance issued by Magma
HDI General Insurance Co. Litd. (hereinafter called the
‘Company’) to the proposer mentioned in the schedule
(hereinafter called the ‘Insured’) to cover the person(s) named
in the schedule (hereinafter called the “Insured Persons). The
policy is based on the statements and declaration provided in
the Proposal Form by the proposer and is subject to receipt
of the requisite premium.

This policy is specially designed for;

A) Covering Persons with Disability as per The Rights of
Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016 and The Mental
Healthcare Act, 2017. The cover under this policy
is available for persons with the following disability/
disabilities as defined under the The Rights of Persons
with Disabilities Act, 2016 Act and any subsequent
additions / modifications to the list in the Act.

a) It is Condition Precedent that this cover can be
availed only on mandatory submission of Disability
certificate issued by the Medical Board appointed by
the government for certifying Disability.

b)  Disability for the purpose of this policy means a person
with not less than forty percent of a specified disability
as per the Act, where, specified disability has not been
defined in measurable terms and includes an Insured
Person with disability where specified disability has
been defined in measurable terms, as Certified by
the medical board appointed by the government for
certifying Disability.

Or/and
B) Individuals with HIV/AIDS as defined under the

Human Immunodeficiency Virus and Acquired
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Immune Deficiency Syndrome (Prevention and Control)
Act, 2017.

OPERATIVE CLAUSE

If during the Policy Period one or more Insured Person
(s) is required to be hospitalized for treatment of
an lliness or Injury at a Hospital/ Day Care Centre,
following Medical Advice of a duly qualified Medical
Practitioner, the Company shall indemnify Medically
necessary, expenses towards the Coverage mentioned
in the Policy Schedule.

Provided further that, any amount payable under
the Policy shall be subject to the terms of coverage
(including co-pay, sub limits), exclusions, conditions and
definitions contained herein. Maximum liability of the
Company under all such Claims paid under indemnity
basis, during each Policy Year shall be the Sum Insured
opted and specified in the Schedule.

DEFINITIONS

The terms defined below and at other junctures in the
Policy have the meanings ascribed to them wherever
they appear in this Policy and, where, the context so
requires, references to the singular include references
to the plural; references to the male includes the female
and oxther gender and references to any statutory
enactment includes subsequent changes to the same.

Section 1. Definitions

The terms defined below have the meaning ascribed
to them wherever they appear in this Policy and,
where appropriate, references to the singular include
references to the plural, references to male include
female and references to any statutory enactment
include subsequent changes, replacements or
amendments to the same:

Standard Definitions

Accident means sudden, unforeseen, and involuntary
event caused by external, visible, and violent means.

Any one lllness means continuous period of illness
and includes relapse within 45 days from the date of
last consultation with the Hospital / Nursing Home
where treatment was taken.

AYUSH Treatment refers to hospitalisation treatments
given under Ayurveda, Yoga and Naturopathy, Unani,
Siddha and Homeopathy systems.

AYUSH Hospital means an AYUSH Hospital is a
healthcare facility wherein medical / surgical / para-
surgical treatment procedures and interventions are
carried out by AYUSH Medical Practitioner(s) comprising
of any of the following:

i.  Central or State Government AYUSH Hospital; or

ii. Teaching hospital attached to AYUSH College
recognized by the Central Government /Central
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Council of Indian Medicine/ Central Council for
Homeopathy; or

iii.  AYUSH Hospital, standalone or co-located with
in-patient healthcare facility of any recognized
system of medicine, registered with the local
authorities, wherever applicable, and is under
the supervision of a qualified registered AYUSH
Medical Practitioner and must comply with all the
following criterion:

a) Having at least 5 in-patient beds.

b)  Having qualified AYUSH Medical Practitioner
in charge round the clock;

c) Having dedicated AYUSH therapy sections as
required and / or has equipped operation
theatre where surgical procedures are to be
carried out;

d)  Maintaining daily records of the patients and
making them accessible to the insurance
company’s authorized representative.

AYUSH Hospitals referred above shall also
obtain either pre-entry level certificate (or
higher level of certificate) issued by National
Accreditation Board for Hospitals and
Healthcare Providers (NABH) or State Level
Certificate (or higher level of certificate)
under National Quality Assurance Standards
(NQAS), issued by National Health Systems
Resources Centre (NHSRC).

AYUSH Day Care Centre means and includes
Community Health Centre (CHC), Primary Health
Centre (PHC), Dispensary, Clinic, Polyclinic or any
such health centre which is registered with the local
authorities, wherever applicable and having facilities
for carrying out treatment procedures and medical or
surgical / para-surgical interventions or both under the
supervision of registered AYUSH Medical Practitioner(s)
on day care basis without in-patient services and must
comply with all the following criterion:

i.  Having qualified registered AYUSH Medical
Practitioner in charge round the clock;

ii. Having dedicated AYUSH therapy sections as
required and/or has equipped operation theatre
where surgical procedures are to be carried out;

iii.  Maintaining daily records of the patients and
making them accessible to the insurance
company’s authorized representative.

Break in Policy means the period of gap that occurs at
the end of the existing policy term/installment premium
due date, when the premium due for renewal on a
given policy or installment premium due is not paid on
or before the premium renewal date or grace period.
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Cashless Facility means a facility extended by the
insurer to the insured where the payments, of the costs
of treatment undergone by the insured in accordance
with the policy terms and conditions, are directly made
to the Network Provider by the insurer to the extent
pre-authorization is approved.

Condition Precedent means a policy term or condition
upon which the Insurer’s liability under the policy is
conditional upon.

Congenital Anomaly refers to a condition(s) which
is present since birth, and which is abnormal with
reference to form, structure, or position.

i. Internal Congenital Anomaly- Congenital
Anomaly which is not in the visible and accessible
parts of the body.

ii. External Congenital Anomaly— Congenital
Anomaly which is in the visible and accessible
parts of the body

Co-Payment: Co-payment means a cost sharing
requirement under a health insurance policy that
provides that the policyholder/insured will bear a
specified percentage of the admissible claims amount.
A co-payment does not reduce the Sum Insured.

Day Care Centre means any institution established
for day care treatment of illness and/or injuries
or a medical setup with a hospital and which has
been registered with the local authorities, wherever
applicable, and is under supervision of a registered
and qualified medical practitioner and must comply
with all minimum criterion as under:

i.  has qualified nursing staff under its employment.
i.  has qualified medical practitioner/s in charge.

iii. has fully equipped operation theatre of its own
where surgical procedures are carried out

iv.  maintains daily records of patients and will make
these accessible to the insurance company’s
authorized personnel.

Day Care Treatment means medical treatment, and/
or surgical procedure which is

i.  Undertaken under General or Local Anesthesia in
a hospital/day care center in less than 24 hours
because of technological advancement, and

i. which would have otherwise required
hospitalization of more than 24 hours.

Treatment normally taken on an out-patient basis is not
included in the scope of this definition.

Dental Treatment means a treatment related to teeth
or structures supporting teeth including examinations,
fillings (where appropriate), crowns, extractions, and
surgery.

Disclosure of information norm means the
policy shall be void and all premiums paid hereon
shall be forfeited to the Company, in the event of
misrepresentation, mis-description or non-disclosure
of any material fact.

Emergency Care means management for an lliness
which results in symptoms which occur suddenly and
unexpectedly and requires immediate care by a medical
practitioner to prevent death or serious long-term
impairment of the insured person’s health.

Grace Period means the specified period of time,
immediately following the premium due date during
which premium payment can be made to renew or
continue a policy in force without loss of confinuity
benefits pertaining to waiting periods and coverage of
pre-existing diseases. Coverage need not be available
during the period for which no premium is received.
The grace period for payment of the premium for all
types of insurance policies shall be: fifteen days where
premium payment mode is monthly and thirty days in
all other cases.

Provided the insurers shall offer coverage during the
grace period, if the premium is paid instalments during
the policy period.

Hospital means any institution established for In-patient
Care and Day Care Treatment of diseases, injuries
and which has been registered as a Hospital with
the local authorities under the clinical Establishments
(Registration and Regulation) Act, 2010 or under
the enactments specified under the Schedule of
Section 56(1) of the said Act or complies with all
minimum criteria as under:

i.  has qualified nursing staff under its employment
round the clock,

ii.  has at least 10 in-patient beds, in towns having
a population of less than 10,00,000 and 15
in-patient beds in all other places,

iii. has qualified Medical Practitioner(s) in charge
round the clock,

iv.  has a fully equipped operation theatre of its own
where surgical procedures are carried out,

v.  maintains daily records of patients and will make
these accessible to the insurance company’s
authorized personnel.

Hospitalization means admission in a Hospital for a
minimum period of 24 consecutive ‘In-patient Care’
hours except for specified procedures/ treatments,
where such admission could be for a period of less
than 24 consecutive hours.

Injury means accidental physical bodily harm excluding
illness or disease solely and directly caused by external,
violent, visible, and evident means which is verified and
certified by a Medical Practitioner.

lliness means a sickness or a disease or pathological
condition leading to the impairment of normal
physiological function and requires medical treatment.

i.  Acute condition - Acute condition is a disease,
lliness that is likely to respond quickly to treatment
which aims to return the person to his or her
state of health immediately before suffering the
disease/ lliness which leads to full recovery

ii.  Chronic condition - A chronic condition is defined
as a disease, lliness that has one or more of the
following characteristics:

a. it needs ongoing or long-term monitoring
through consultations, examinations, check-
ups, and /or tests

b. it needs ongoing or long-term control or
relief of symptoms

c. itrequires your rehabilitation for the patient
or for the patient to be specially trained to
cope with it

d. it continues indefinitely.
e. it recurs oris likely to recur.

In-patient Care means treatment for which the Insured
Person has to stay in a Hospital for more than 24 hours
for a covered event.

Insured Person means person(s) named in the
schedule of the Policy.

Intensive Care Unit means an identified section,
ward or wing of a Hospital which is under the constant
supervision of a dedicated Medical Practitioner(s),
and which is specially equipped for the continuous
monitoring and treatment of patients who are in a
critical condition or require life support facilities and
where the level of care and supervision is considerably
more sophisticated and intensive than in the ordinary
and other wards.

ICU Charges means the amount charged by a Hospital
towards ICU expenses which shall include the expenses
for ICU bed, general medical support services provided
to any ICU patient including monitoring devices, critical
care nursing and intensivist charges.

Medical Advice means any consultation or advice
from a Medical Practitioner including the issuance of
any prescription or follow up prescription.

Medical Expenses means those expenses that an
Insured Person has necessarily and actually incurred for
medical treatment on account of lliness or accident on
the advice of a Medical Practitioner, as long as these are
no more than would have been payable if the Insured
Person had not been insured and no more than other
hospitals or doctors in the same locality would have
charged for the same medical treatment.

Medical Necessary Treatment means any freatment,
tests, medication, or stay in Hospital or part of stay in
Hospital which:

i. s required for the medical management of the
illness or injury suffered by the Insured Person.

ii.  must not exceed the level of care necessary to
provide safe, adequate, and appropriate medical
care in scope, duration, or intensity.

iii. must have been prescribed by a medical
practitioner.

iv.  must conform to the professional standards widely
accepted in international medical practice or by
the medical community in India.

Medical Practitioner means a person who holds a
valid registration from the Medical Council of any
State or Medical Council of India or Council for Indian
Medicine or for Homeopathy set up by the Government
of India or a State Government and is thereby entitled
to practice medicine within its jurisdiction; and is acting
within the scope and jurisdiction of license.

Migration means a facility provided to policyholders
(including all members under family cover and group
policies), to transfer the credits gained for pre-existing
diseases and specific waiting periods from one health
insurance policy to another with the same insurer.

Network Provider means Hospitals or health care
providers enlisted by an insurer, TPA or jointly by an
Insurer and TPA to provide medical services to an
insured by a Cashless facility.

New born Baby means baby born during the Policy
Period and is aged up to 90 days.

Non-Network Provider means any Hospital, Day Care
Centre or other provider that is not part of the Network.

Notification of Claim means the process of intimating
a claim to the insurer or TPA through any of the
recognized modes of communication.

OPD Treatment means the one in which the Insured
visits a clinic / hospital or associated facility like a
consultation room for diagnosis and treatment based
on the advice of a Medical Practitioner. The Insured is
not admitted as a day care or in-patient.

Pre-Hospitalization Medical Expenses means
medical expenses incurred during pre- defined number
of days preceding the hospitalization of the Insured
Person, provided that:

i.  Such Medical Expenses are incurred for the
same condition for which the Insured Person’s
Hospitalization was required, and

ii. The In-patient Hospitalization claim for such
Hospitalization is admissible by the Insurance
Company.
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Pre-Existing Disease (PED): Pre-existing disease
means any condition, ailment, injury, or disease.

a) thatis/are diagnosed by a physician not more than
36 months prior o the date of commencement of
the policy issued by the insurer; or

b) for which medical advice or treatment was
recommended by, or received from, a physician,
not more than 36 months prior to the date of
commencement of the policy.

Post-Hospitalization Medical Expenses means
medical expenses incurred during pre- defined
number of days immediately after the insured person
is discharged from the hospital provided that:

i.  Such Medical Expenses are for the same condition
for which the insured person’s hospitalization was
required, and

i. The inpatient hospitalization claim for such
hospitalization is admissible by the insurance
company.

Portability means a facility provided to the health
insurance policyholders (including all members under
family cover), to transfer the credits gained for, pre-
existing diseases and specific waiting periods from one
insurer to another insurer.

Qualified Nurse is a person who holds a valid
registration from the nursing council of India or the
nursing council of any state in India.

Renewal means the terms on which the contract of
insurance can be renewed on mutual consent with
a provision of Grace Period for treating the Renewal
continuous for the purpose of gaining credit for Pre-
Existing Diseases, time-bound exclusions and for all
waiting periods.

Reasonable and Customary Charges means the
charges for services or supplies, which are the standard
charges for the specific provider and consistent with
the prevailing charges in the geographical area for
identical or similar services, taking into account the
nature of the illness / injury involved.

Room Rent means the amount charged by a Hospital
towards Room and Boarding expenses and shall include
the associated medical expenses.

Surgery or Surgical Procedures means manual and /
or operative procedure (s) required for treatment of an
illness or injury, correction of deformities and defects,
diagnosis and cure of diseases, relief from suffering
and prolongation of life, performed in a hospital or
day care centre by a Medical Practitioner.

Unproven/Experimental Treatment is a treatment
including drug experimental therapy, which is based
on established medical practice in Indiq, is a treatment
experimental or unproven.

Specific waiting period means a period up to 36
months from the commencement of a health insurance
policy during which period specified diseases/
treatments (except due to an accident) are not covered.
On completion of the period, diseases/treatments shall
be covered provided the policy has been continuously
renewed without any break.

Complaint or Grievance means written expression
(includes communication in the form of electronic mail
or voice based electronic scripts) of dissatisfaction by
a complainant with respect to solicitation or sale or
purchase of an insurance policy or related services by
insurer and /or by distribution channel.

Explanation: An inquiry or service request would not fall
within the definit ion of the “complaint” or “grievance”.

Complainant means a policyholder or prospect or
nominee or assignee or any beneficiary of an insurance
policy who has filed a complaint or grievance against
an insurer and /or distribution channel.

Mis-selling includes sale or solicitation of policies by
the insurer or through distribution channels, directly or
indirectly by

a. exercising undue influence, use of dominant
position or otherwise, or

b. making a false or misleading statement or
misrepresenting the facts or benefits, or

c. concealing or omitting facts, features, benefits,
exclusions with respect to products, or

d. nottaking reasonable care to ensure suitability of
the policy to the prospects/policyholders.

Prospectus means a document either in physical or
electronic format issued by the insurer to sell or promote
the insurance product.

3.2 Specific Definitions

Adventurous/Hazardous Sports means any sport
or activity involving physical exertion and skill in
which an Insured Person participates or competes for
entertainment or as part of his profession whether he
/ she is trained or not.

Age means completed years on last birthday as on
Commencement Date.

Ambulance means a motor vehicle operated by a
licensed/authorized service provider and equipped for
the transport and paramedical treatment of the person
requiring medical attention.

Antiretroviral therapy (ART) is treatment of people
infected with human immunodeficiency virus (HIV) using
anti-HIV drugs.

Associated Medical Expenses means those expenses
that an Insured Person has necessarily and actually
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incurred for medical treatment on account of lliness
or Accident on the advice of a Medical Practitioner. In
case of copayment associated with room rent higher
than the entitled room rent limit, Associated Medical
Expenses will not include:

a. Cost of pharmacy and consumables.
b. Cost of implants and medical devices
c.  Cost of diagnostics

Alternative /AYUSH Treatment refers to
hospitalization treatments given under Ayurveda, Yoga
and Naturopathy, Unani, Siddha and Homeopathy
systems.

Biological Attack or Weapons means the emission,
discharge, dispersal, release or escape of any
pathogenic (disease producing) micro-organisms and/
or biologically produced toxins (including genetically
modified organisms and chemically synthesized toxins)
which are capable of causing any lliness, incapacitating
disablement or death.

Chemical attack or weapons means the emission,
discharge, dispersal, release or escape of any solid,
liquid or gaseous chemical compound which, when
suitably distributed, is capable of causing any lliness,
incapacitating disablement or death.

Claims means a demand made by the Policyholder/
Insured Person or on his behalf, for payment of Medical
Expenses under any other Benefit, as covered under the
Policy.

a. Cost of pharmacy and consumables.
b. Cost of implants and medical devices
c. Cost of diagnostics

Commencement Date means the date of inception of
first policy with Us as specified in the Policy Schedule.

Company means Magma HDI General Insurance
Company. Ltd.

CD4 cells are a type of white blood cells, also called
as CD4 T lymphocytes or ‘helper T cells” which serve
as primary receptor for HIV.

Diagnostic Centre means a place where diagnostic
tests and exploratory or therapeutic procedures
required for the detection, identification and treatment
of a medical condition are done.

Person with Disability/Disability/Disabled means a
person with long term physical, mental, intellectual or
sensory impairment which, in interaction with barriers,
hinders his full and effective participation in society
equally with others.

HIV means Human Immunodeficiency Virus
Insured Person/You/Your means the person named

in the Policy Schedule who is insured under the Policy

and is citizen of India, in respect of whom the applicable
premium has been received by the Company.

Life-threatening Medical Condition shall mean a
serious medical condition or symptom which arises
suddenly and unexpectedly, and requires immediate
care and treatment by a Medical Practitioner, generally
received within 24 hours of onset to avoid jeopardy
to life or serious long-term impairment of the Insured
Person’s health, until stabilization at which time this
medical condition or symptom is not considered an
Emergency anymore.

Material Facts means all relevant information sought
by the Company in the Proposal Form and other
connected documents to enable it to take informed
decision in the context of underwriting the risk.

Mental lliness means a substantial disorder of
thinking, mood, perception, orientation or memory
that grossly impairs judgment, behaviour, capacity
to recognise reality or ability to meet the ordinary
demands of life, mental conditions associated with
the abuse of alcohol and drugs but does not include
mental retardation which is a condition of arrested or
incomplete development of mind of a person, specially
characterised by sub normality of intelligence.

Medical practitioner for treatment of mental
ilinesses means a medical practitioner possessing a
post-graduate degree or diploma in psychiatry awarded
by an university recognized by the University Grants
Commission established under the University Grants
Commission Act, 1956, or awarded or recognized
by the National Board of Examinations and included
in the First Schedule to the Indian Medical Council
Act, 1956, or recognized by the Medical Council of
India, constituted under the Indian Medical Council
Act, 1956, and includes, in relation to any State, any
medical officer who having regard to his knowledge
and experience in psychiatry, has been declared by the
Government of that State to be a psychiatrist for the
purposes of this Act;

Mental Health Establishment means any health
establishment, including Ayurveda, Yoga and
Naturopathy, Unani, Siddha and Homoeopathy
establishment, by whatever name called, either wholly
or partly, meant for the care of persons with mental
lliness, established, owned, controlled or maintained
by the appropriate Government, local authority, trust,
whether private or public, corporation, co-operative
society, organisation or any other entity or person,
where persons with mental Iliness are admitted and
reside at, or kept in, for care, treatment, convalescence
and rehabilitation, either temporarily or otherwise;
and includes any general Hospital or general nursing
home established or maintained by the appropriate
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Government, local authority, trust, whether private or
public, corporation, co-operative society, organisation
or any other entity or person; but does not include a
family residential place where a person with mental
IlIness resides with his relatives or friends;

Policy means these Policy wordings, the Policy Schedule
and any applicable endorsements or extensions
attaching to or forming part thereof, as amended from
time to time, and shall be read together. The Policy
contains details of the extent of cover available to the
Insured Person, applicable exclusions, and the terms
& conditions applicable under the Policy.

Policy Period means the period between the
Commencement Date and either the Expiry Date
specified in the Policy Schedule or the date of
cancellation of this Policy, whichever is earlier.

Policyholder means the entity or person named as
such in the Schedule.

Policy Schedule means the Policy Schedule attached
to and forming part of this Policy specifying the details
of the Insured Persons, the Sum Insured, the Policy
Period and the Sub-limits to which benefits under the
Policy are subject to, including any annexures and/or
endorsements, made to or on it from time to time, and
if more than one, then the latest in time.

Policy Year means a period of twelve months beginning
from the Commencement Date and ending on the
last day of such twelve-month period. For the purpose
of subsequent years, Policy Year shall mean a period
of twelve months commencing from the end of the
previous Policy Year and lapsing on the last day of such
twelve-month period, till the Expiry Date, as specified
in the Policy Schedule.

Proposal Form means a form to be filled in by the
prospect in physical or electronic form, for furnishing
the information including material information, if any,
as required by the insurer in respect of a risk, in order
to enable the insurer to take informed decision in
the context of underwriting the risk, and in the event
of acceptance of the risk, to determine the rates,
advantages terms and conditions of the cover to be
granted.

Sub-limit means a cost sharing requirement under a
health insurance policy in which an insurer would not
be liable to pay any amount in excess of the pre-defined
limit. The Sub- limit as applicable under the Policy is
specified in the Policy Schedule against the relevant
Cover in force under the Policy.

Sum Insured means sum of Base Insured and total
and cumulative liability for any and all claims during
the policy year in respect of all insured person(s) as
mentioned in the Policy Schedule.
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30. Waiting Period means a period from the inception of
this Policy during which specified diseases/treatments
are not covered. On completion of the Waiting Period,
diseases/ treatments shall be covered provided the

Policy has been continuously renewed without any
break.

4. BASE COVER
HOSPITALIZATION COVER

4.1 Inpatient Care:

The Company shall indemnify medical expenses
incurred for Hospitalization of the Insured Person during
the Policy Year, up to the Base Sum Insured as specified
in the Policy Schedule (other than any sub limits, co-pay,
as specified in the policy), for:

i Room Rent, Boarding, Nursing Expenses as
provided by the Hospital / Nursing Home up to
1% of the Sum Insured per day.

i Intensive Care Unit (ICU) / Intensive Cardiac Care
Unit (ICCU) expenses up to 2% of Sum Insured
per day.
